Earplay 23: Facets and Lines opens Earplay’s 23rd season celebrating the vibrancy and diversity of the Bay Area new music scene. Works Pulitzer Prize-winning composer, Wayne Peterson and Stanford composer, Mark Applebaum, as well as a premier by U.C. Davis composer, Laurie San Martin. Each of these composers represents a different facet of Bay Area contemporary music. The Heart’s Ear by Australian composer, Liza Lim is a richly layered sonic landscape providing an excellent complement to the rhythmic vitality and intricacy of Peter Maxwell Davies’ The Economies of Scale.

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(October 12, 2007 – San Francisco, CA)  EARPLAY, the new chamber music ensemble renowned for its bold programming and first-rate performances, opens its 23rd annual season Monday, November 12 with Earplay 23: Facets and Lines, a program that celebrates the vibrancy and diversity of the Bay Area new music scene. The program will include works Pulitzer Prize-winning composer, Wayne Peterson and Stanford composer, Mark Applebaum, as well as the premier by U.C. Davis composer, Laurie San Martin. Each of these composers represents a different facet of Bay Area contemporary music. The program will also include The Heart’s Ear by Australian composer, Liza Lim. This richly layered sonic landscape will provide an excellent complement to the rhythmic vitality and intricacy of Peter Maxwell Davies’ The Economies of Scale.  Karen Rosenak (piano) will premiere Laurie San Martin’s new work Dances based upon tangos.  Tod Brody is the soloist in Mark Applebaum’s Entre Funerailles IV (2000).  Terrie Baune (violin) and Karen Rosenak (piano) perform in Wayne Peterson’s rhythmic Duo.  Peter Josheff (clarinet), Lisa Weiss, Thalia Moore (cello), Karen Rosenak perform in Peter Maxwell Davies’ The Economies of Scale.  Mary Chun will conduct Barbara White’s Mind’s Fear/Hear’s Delight (1998) with Tod Brody, Peter Josheff, Lisa Weiss, Dan Reiter, Karen Rosenak and Dan Kennedy. EARPLAY has performed over 400 works in its 23-year history including 104 world premieres and 45 new works commissioned by the ensemble.  This season will reinforce EARPLAY’s unwavering track record of presenting exceptional music in the 21st century.  During the 2007-08 season Earplay will inaugurate a new programming concept, in which the ensemble celebrates the work of a major contemporary composer by performing a cross-section 

of his or her work over the course of the season. Each of the three concerts of the 2007-08 season will feature a work by the British composer, Peter Maxwell Davies placed in context 

with works by a diverse group of local and international composers. Among the most prominent European composers after 1950, Davies is known for his references to music of the distant past, particularly Medieval music. The centerpiece of the season will be Davies’ Ave Maris Stella, a stunning 25’ sextet from 1975 that incorporates elements of medieval music into a virtuosic piece of chamber music. This piece is rooted as much in Arnold Schoenberg’s expressionist masterpiece, Pierrot Lunaire, as it is in the 14th century music of Guillaume de Machaut. The far-reaching plurality of influences present in Davies music serves as the backdrop for each of the programs. Alongside Davies’ music, Earplay continues its commitment to championing the work of local Bay Area composers and emerging composers, as well as important composers from around the world.
